Dear Parents and Guardians

Our thoughts are with the many families whose
livelihoods are affected by the ongoing taxi strike
and the accompanying social unrest of the last
few days. Some families have also lost loved ones
to the violence. We hope and pray for calm to
return to our city.

Today was a normal school day. Learner and staff
attendance were 54% and 93% respectively. The
improvement in learner attendance was very
encouraging.

The decision to keep a learner at home must be
based on ill health and safety considerations.
Parents should furnish the school with reasons for a
learner’'s absence from school. During times of
social upheaval, schools are the safest places. We
have good safety systems in place, and learners
and staff will be safe at school.

Several learners requested to be dismissed early,
however they were not ill nor were there any
justifiable reasons for such early dismissal. A few
learners argued that they were just a few in class,
and therefore it was not worth being here. This
argument is confrary to the desire for smaller
classes and more individual attention.

In future, learners will only be dismissed earlier if the
school receives such a request from parents. It is
preferred the request is in writing. Front office staff
will call parents to verify the information. Learners
will only be released into the care of their parents
or such a person delegated by the parent. We ask
that parents do not make unreasonable demands
of the school.

Staff and learner safety remain our priority. We tfrust
that parents will continue to support the school in
this regard.
